Sean Singletary scored four consecutive points
inthe nal 90 seconds to give Virginia the lead for
good and nished with game-high totals of 24
points and eight assists to lead the Cavaliers to a
75-72 win at No. 17 Arizona. Je Jones was 5-7 from
three-point range and nished with 15 points, and
Jamil Tucker was 5-7 from the eld and tied his
career high with 12 points for UVa.

It was the rst home loss in November for
Arizona since 1978.

The Cavaliers led by two (33-31) with 3:15 re-
maining in the rst half before scoring the last nine
points of the half to lead by 11 (42-31) at halftime.
Virginia shot 69.2 percent (9-13) from three-point
range in the rst half and made all ve of its free
throws.

Both teams made runs in the second half.
Arizona scored 12 consecutive points to take a
52-48 lead with 13:25 left in the game. The Cavaliers
scored nine consecutive points to lead 66-59 with
8:23 remaining to play, but the Wildcats came right
back and scored eight straight points to retake the
lead 67-66 with 5:12 left in the game. With the score
tied at 69, Singletary made two free throws and
then a jump shot to give UVa a 73-69 lead with 39
seconds to play. After a Jerryd Bayless three-pointer
cut the Cavaliers' lead to one, Adrian Joseph made
two free throws with 20 seconds remaining to
provide Virginia with its nal margin of victory.

For the game, the Cavaliers shot 51 percent
fromthe eld, including 57.1 percent from three-
point range, and 86.7 percent from the free throw
line. Arizona shot 48.1 percent from the eld,
including 47.1 percent from three-point range, and
85.7 percent from the free throw line.

Bayless scored 21 points to lead Arizona. Chase
Budinger added 15 points and Jordan Hill 14.

“We got out early. We had a game plan and it worked.

Sean Singletary had 24 points and seven
rebounds to lead Virginia to a 72-58 victory over
Drexel at John Paul Jones Arena in a game that was
scheduled as part of the Philly Hoop Group Classic.
Adrian Joseph had his rst career double-double
with his 11 point, 11 rebound performance, while
Mamadi Diane and Calvin Baker also scored 11
points each for the Cavaliers, who improved to 4-0
on the season.

Drexel had the lead for most of the rst half un-
til a Singletary lay-up with 4:24 remaining gave UVa
its rst lead of the game. The Cavaliers extended
their advantage to six (31-25) at the break. A 10-2
run in the second half increased the Virginia advan-
tage to double-digits and UVa led by as many as 18
points before closing out the 14-point victory.

The Cavaliers had a 44-27 advantage on the
boards, including grabbing 17 o ensive rebounds.
Virginia shot 50.0 percent from three-point range
(8-16), but only 38.3 percent overall from the oor.
The Cavaliers were 18-22 (81.8 percent) from the
free throw line. Drexel shot 42.0 percent from the

eld and 33.3 percent from behind the arc.

Drexel, which su ered its rstloss of the season,
was led by Frank Elegar’s 23 points. Tramayne Haw-
thorne added 10 points for the Dragons.

The Cavaliers shot 44.4 percent from the

oor and 60.6 percent from the line in the game.
Hartford shot 35.7 percent from the oor and 47.6
percent from the line.

Hartford was led by Jaret Von Rosenberg and
Joe Zeglinski, the older brother of Cavalier fresh-
man guard Sammy Zeglinski, each with 15 points.
Kevin Estes added 12 points for the Hawks, who fell
to 5-9 on the season.
