Adrian Joseph and Sean Singletary each had 19
points to lead Virginia to a 90-72 season-opening
victory over Vermont at John Paul Jones Arena.
Calvin Baker added 11 points in his Cavalier debut
and Mamadi Diane scored 10 points and grabbed a
team-high eight rebounds.

The victory marked the 10th consecutive
season-opening win for the Cavaliers.

Virginia had runs of 17-6 and 10-2 in the rst
half to build a 14-point advantage (46-32) at the
break. Vermont could get no closer than nine
points in the second half as the Cavaliers closed out
the 18-point victory.

The Cavaliers out-rebounded the Catamounts
46-25 in the contest. Virginia shot 54.7 percent from
the oor, including 47.4 percent from three-point
range. Leading the UVa attack from behing the arc
was Joseph, who tied a career high with ve three-
point eld goals. Vermont shot 41.5 percent from
the oorand just 23.5 percent from three-point
range.

Vermont was led by Marqus Blakely, who posted
a double-double with 24 points and 10 rebounds.
Mike Trimboli added 16 points and Kyle Cieplicki
had 13 points.

Sean Singletary had 23 points and eight assists
to lead Virginia to a 92-53 win over Howard at John
Paul Jones Arena in a game scheduled as part of
the Philly Hoop Group Classic. Mamadi Diane had
14 points, Calvin Baker 11 points, and Je Jones 10
points for the Cavaliers, who improved to 2-0 on
the young season.

In total, Virginia had 13 di erent players score
in the game, the most since 14 di erent Cavaliers
scored in a 93-47 win over Winthrop on Dec. 1,
1990.

The Cavaliers trailed by ve (24-19) midway
through the rst half before ending the half on a
22-2 run. Virginia continued that momentum in the
second half, outscoring the Bison 51-27.

Virginia outrebounded Howard by 25 in the
game (48-23). The Cavaliers made a John Paul
Jones Arenarecord 37 eld goals, including 12 from
three-point range. UVa shot 49.3 percent from the

eld and 41.4 percent from behind the arc. Howard
shot 41.2 percent from the eld and 33.3 percent
from three point-range. Howard had 19 turnovers,
including 10 on steals by the Cavaliers.

Howard was led by Jeron Smith and Eugene
Myatt, who had 16 and 13 points respectively.

Attendance - 14,602

Sean Singletary scored four consecutive points
inthe nal 90 seconds to give Virginia the lead for
good and nished with game-high totals of 24
points and eight assists to lead the Cavaliers to a
75-72 win at No. 17 Arizona. Je Jones was 5-7 from
three-point range and nished with 15 points, and
Jamil Tucker was 5-7 from the eld and tied his
career high with 12 points for UVa.

It was the rst home loss in November for
Arizona since 1978.

The Cavaliers led by two (33-31) with 3:15 re-
maining in the rst half before scoring the last nine
points of the half to lead by 11 (42-31) at halftime.
Virginia shot 69.2 percent (9-13) from three-point
range in the rst half and made all ve of its free
throws.

Both teams made runs in the second half.
Arizona scored 12 consecutive points to take a
52-48 lead with 13:25 left in the game. The Cavaliers
scored nine consecutive points to lead 66-59 with
8:23 remaining to play, but the Wildcats came right
back and scored eight straight points to retake the
lead 67-66 with 5:12 left in the game. With the score
tied at 69, Singletary made two free throws and
then a jump shot to give UVa a 73-69 lead with 39
seconds to play. After a Jerryd Bayless three-pointer
cut the Cavaliers' lead to one, Adrian Joseph made
two free throws with 20 seconds remaining to
provide Virginia with its nal margin of victory.

For the game, the Cavaliers shot 51 percent
fromthe eld, including 57.1 percent from three-
point range, and 86.7 percent from the free throw
line. Arizona shot 48.1 percent from the eld,
including 47.1 percent from three-point range, and
85.7 percent from the free throw line.

Bayless scored 21 points to lead Arizona. Chase
Budinger added 15 points and Jordan Hill 14.

Northwestern
shot 35.7 from the oor, including 27.6 percent
from three-point range. The Wildcats’ 4-15 (26.7
percent) performance from the free throw line was
the fourth lowest percentage ever by an opponent
against the Cavaliers.

Northwestern was led by Michael Thompson
and Jason Okrzesik, who scored 14 and 12 points
respectively.

The Cavaliers improved to 5-3 all-time in the Big
Ten/ACC Challenge, including a 4-0 mark in games
played in Charlottesville.

Donte Greene scored 20 points, including 12 in
the nal 10 minutes of the game to lead Syracuse to
a 70-68 win over Virginia at John Paul Jones Arena.

Mamadi Diane scored a game-high 21 points
for Virginia, marking the rst time in his career he
scored at least 20 points in consecutive games.
Adrian Joseph added 17 points and Sean Singletary
scored 11 points.

Virginia opened the game strong, taking a 12-2
lead four minutes into the contest. The Seminoles
chipped away at the lead throughout the remain-
der of the rst half and took a 31-28 lead into
halftime. An 11-0 Cavalier run early in the second
gave Virginia the lead again and UVa extended its
advantage to 10 points with nine minutes to play.
Florida State used a late 9-0 run to retake the lead,
62-60, with under two minutes remaining. The
Seminoles made seven of 10 free throws in the nal
minute to seal the win.

The Cavaliers shot 41.7 percent from the oor
and 70.0 percent from the line. Florida State shot
44.0 percent from the oor and 70.8 percent from
the line.

Toney Douglas led the Seminoles with 19
points. Jason Rich and Isaiah Swann added 17 and
16 points respectively.

Virginia had ve players score in double gures
for the rst time this season, but it wasn't enough
as the Cavaliers fell to Georgia Tech 92-82 in over-
time at John Paul Jones Arena. It was the second
conference loss at home this season for Virginia,
both in overtime.

Calvin Baker tied his Virginia career high with
16 points and Mamadi Diane had 16 points as well
for Virginia, who fell to 11-7, 1-4 in the ACC. Jamil
Tucker scored a career-high 13 points and Adrian
Joseph had 13 points and nine rebounds. Sean
Singletary had 11 points, scoring in double gures
for the 40th consecutive game.

Inthe rst half Virginia shot well, especially from
behind the arc, going 9-18 from 3-point range. The
Cavaliers led by 10 (48-38) at the half. The Yellow
Jackets answered by shooting over 50 percent from
the oor in the second half and took a late two
point lead. Singletary’s layup with four seconds
remaining tied it and when Matt Causey’s 3-point
attempt at the buzzer rattled out the teams went to
overtime.

Causey scored 12 of his 18 points in the over-
time period as Georgia Tech pulled away for the
win.

The Cavaliers shot 37.2 percent from the oor
and 60.0 percent from the line. The Yellow Jackets
shot 50.8 from the oor and 58.6 percent from the
line.

In addition to Causey, four other Yellow Jackets
scored in double gures.

Virginia recorded its second consecutive victory
with a 78-60 win over NC State at John Paul Jones
Arena. It marked the rst time this season the Cava-
liers won consecutive ACC games.

Sean Singletary led Virginia with 21 points,
seven steals and six assists. His seven steals tied the
Virginia single-game record. Calvin Baker added 15
points o the bench for the Cavaliers.

Inthe rst half, the Cavaliers used a strong
defensive performance to build a 20-point halftime
lead (38-18). Virginia forced 17 rst half Wolfpack
turnovers, 11 coming on UVa steals. NC State’s 18

rst half points are the fewest scored in a half in
JPJA history. The Cavaliers’ended the half on a 21-5
run.

Virginia continued its strong play after the
break, extending its lead to 50-23. The Wolfpack
made several runs in the second half, but never got
closer than 12 points.

The Cavaliers shot 47.5 percent from the oor
and 63.0 percent from the line. The Wolfpack shot
41.3 percent from the oor and 72.2 percent from
the line. Virginia had a season-high 16 steals and
forced a season-high 25 turnovers.

NC State was led by Brandon Costner, who
scored 14 points o the bench. Trevor Ferguson
added 11 points for the Wolfpack.

“At the very least for this year, if not for the previous two,
for the first 20 minutes that was as good a defensive display
against very talented players as weve had. To give up 18
points and to get that many steals and turnovers was pleas-
ing. We did a really good job of being in the right position
without getting caught and having to foul” - Dave Leitao
