Saturday night against Maryland in 
College Park. Kickoff is set for 8 p.m.

Following a season-opening loss, the 
Cavaliers have won six in a row, the sixth-
longest streak in the country. They have 
also made their first appearance in the 
polls—No. 19 in the BCS poll and No. 24 
in the USA Today coaches poll.

UVa and Virginia Tech share the Coastal 
Division lead with 3-0 ACC records.

Maryland is coming off a bye week. 
The Terrapins have won two straight and 
are 4-2 overall and 1-1 in the ACC.

The Series vs. the Terrapins
• Virginia has won 11 of the last 15 meetings, 
but Maryland holds a big 41-28-2 series 
advantage
• The Terps also own a 20-10-2 mark in 
College Park
• Maryland rallied from a 20-0 halftime defi-
cit to win 28-26 in Charlottesville last sea-
son, its second win in a row over Virginia
• Maryland hasn’t won three in a row in the 
series since a 16-game winning streak from 
1972-87
• UVa’s 34-30 fourth quarter win in 1999 is 
its most recent win in College Park
• Virginia used big first quarters to win in 
1999 (17 points) and 2000 (21 points), but 
since then the Cavaliers have scored just 10 
first quarter points—all came last year
• Overall, Virginia has scored just 66 points 
combined in the first quarter of the last 15 
meetings vs. the Terps
• Virginia has scored 86 points in the open-
ing quarter this year (12.3 avg.)
• The Cavaliers and Terps have played each 
other every season since 1957, the second-
longest current streak for a Virginia oppo-
nent behind North Carolina. (The Tar Heels 
have been a mainstay on UVa’s schedule 
every year Virginia has fielded a team since 
1910)
• Virginia and Maryland have met 71 times 
on the gridiron, making the Terps the 
fourth-most played opponent in UVa histo-
ry (Virginia has faced North Carolina a 
record 112 times). 
• While coaching at Wake Forest, UVa head 
coach Al Groh led the Demon Deacons to a 
27-21 win over the Terps in College Park in 
1986
• UVa defensive line coach Levern Belin was 
the defensive line coach on Ron 
Vanderlinden’s staff at Maryland from 
1999-2000

UVa Ground Game Key to Victory
• When the Cavaliers are able to run the ball, 
they increase their chances to win against 
Maryland
• The last time the Cavaliers won they 
rushed for 295 yards, their fourth-highest 
total ever against Maryland, to gain a 16-0 
win three years ago
• In last season’s loss UVa rushed for 181 
yards, ending a streak of 10 consecutive 
series wins with at least 150 yards
• Overall UVa is 20-8 since 1937 when gain-
ing at least 150 rushing yards

Series & Team Notes

• By contrast, when Virginia is unable to run 
the ball, Maryland typically comes out on 
top
• Virginia has lost 15 consecutive games to 
Maryland when rushing for less than 100 
yards going back to 1957 
• Since ‘57 UVa has averaged 215.7 yards 
rushing in wins over the Terps and 113.9 
yards in losses 
Since 1937 the team with the most rushing 
yards is 53-5 and won all 38 meetings from 
1937-86. The only years the loser had more 
occurred in 1987-90-98-99-2006

Defense Typically Tough vs. Terps
• Another factor that has enabled the 
Cavaliers to win 11 of the last 15 meetings 
against Maryland is an ability to hold the 
Terrapin offense in check
• Virginia has held Maryland under 380 
yards of offense 14 times since 1988 and 
won 12 of those games
• During UVa’s nine-game winning streak 
(1992-2000), the Cavaliers allowed an aver-
age of 113.8 yards on the ground and 183.4 
through the air to the Terps
• Overall, Maryland has topped 200 yards 
rushing only four times since 1987 (1999, 
2001, ‘03, ‘05). The Terps have also thrown 
23 interceptions and allowed 31 quarter-
back sacks vs. UVa since 1992

Long Winning Streak
• The Cavaliers have won their last six 
games, their longest winning streak since 
they had a six-game run in 2002
• The winning streak is tied for the sixth-lon-
gest current streak in the country
• The school record for consecutive wins in a 
season is seven (1914, ‘49, ‘90)

Winning the Close Ones
• One characteristic of this year’s Cavalier 
squad is its ability to win the close games
• Four of the Cavaliers’ six wins have been 
by six points or fewer
• UVa’s average margin of victory is currently 
8.5 points, fourth closest among teams with 
at least four wins
• UVa is the only team with as many as four 
wins by five points or fewer; only three 
other teams have at least three wins by six 
points or fewer (Ala., ECU, UTEP)
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Eighteen Returning Starters
• Virginia features 18 returning starters this 
season, eight on offense, 10 on defense
• Both kicking specialists also return
• Only two schools have more returning 
starters: UCLA-20, Utah St.-19
• This is UVa’s most returning starters since 
the 1989 team also had 18. That squad won 
the school’s first ACC championship
• The eight returnees on offense are 
Virginia’s most since 2003 (9)
• Virginia is one of nine schools to return as 
many as 10 defensive starters. Utah State 
returns all 11. Virginia ranked 17th in the 
country in total defense last season
• This is the first time since 1977 Virginia has 
returned as many as 10 defensive starters

• Five Cavaliers have already received their 
undergraduate degrees and will be partici-
pating as graduate students this season

• UVa has had 104 players play as grad stu-
dents in the past 18 seasons
• Only six schools have more players playing 
as grad students than Virginia

Walk-On Success
• The starting line-up features three players 
who joined the program as walk-ons:

- ILB Jon Copper
- S Byron Glaspy
- WR Staton Jobe

• Copper was an undersized high schooler 
in Roanoke, Va., who spent a post grad year 
at nearby Fork Union Military Academy. He 
redshirted in 2004 and played mostly spe-
cial teams the following season. Last year 
he worked his way into the starting line-up 
and was the leading tackler
• Glaspy stepped out of the student body 
and joined the team during the spring of 
2005. He moved into the starting line-up for 
the final four games that season
• Jobe camped at UVa while in high school. 
A sprint champ in high school in Austin, 
Texas, he redshirted last fall, but moved into 
the receiver spot vacated following the inju-
ry to Kevin Ogletree

Three Walk-ons In Starting Line-Up
• With three walk-on players in the starting 
line-up this season, it will be the first time in 
10 years so many have started for UVa
• In 1997, DE Patrick Kerney, WR Bryan Owen, 
and CB/S Stephen Phelan started six games 
together
• Only five schools have more starters who 
came as walk-ons than UVa. Florida 
International leads the way with five in its 
starting line-up, while Central Michigan, 
Colorado, Florida Atlantic and Utah all have 
four

• Virginia has had remarkable success with 
walk-ons through the years
• Al Groh, a walk-on himself at UVa, says his 
philosophy is to play the players who give the

• 54 players have played as true freshmen under head coach Al 
Groh, including 25 on this year’s roster
• NT Nate Collins was the only true freshman to play last season. The 
rest of his recruiting class was redshirted
• In the opener vs. Wyoming, LS Danny Aiken, WR Dontrelle Inman 
and QB Peter Lalich played
• Lalich got in for the final series to become the first true freshman 
QB to play for UVa since Dan Ellis in 1997
• CB Ras-I Dowling joined this list after seeing plenty of special 
teams action vs. Duke
• LB Jared Detrick saw action on the kickoff, kickoff return and punt 
return squads against North Carolina to become the fifth true fresh-
