UVa PLays Last Road Game
Virginia plays its final road game of the 

season against Miami in the last game 
played in the Orange Bowl. The game is 
scheduled to kickoff at 7:15 p.m.

The Cavaliers have won eight of their 
last nine games and are 8-2 overall. 
Virginia holds a half-game lead over 
Virginia Tech in the ACC’s Coastal Division 
with a 5-1 league mark.

Virginia’s last four victories have been 
by a combined five points.

Miami is 5-4 overall this season and 2-3 
in the ACC. The Hurricanes have lost their 
last two home games by a combined six 
points.

The Series vs. the Hurricanes 
• This is the fifth all-time meeting between 
the two teams, however as both are paired 
in the Coastal Division of the ACC, they will 
meet annually from now on
• Miami won the first three games, but the 
Cavaliers claimed a 17-7 win last season
• The first match-up occurred in the 1996 
Carquest Bowl at Dolphin Stadium (then 
known as Joe Robbie Stadium), which will 
be the Hurricanes’ home beginning next 
season
• That game was the final collegiate action 
for several notable Cavaliers, including Tiki 
and Ronde Barber, James Farrior, Jon Harris 
and Jamie Sharper
• In addition to this Cavalier quintet, the 
game featured a ridiculous number of 
future pros
• Of the 44 starters in the game, 20 were 
drafted by the NFL (11 UVa, 9 Miami). The 
group of NFL draftees included nine first-
round picks. As best as we can tell, 21 
Cavaliers and 22 Hurricanes went on to play 
in the NFL

Not So Sunny Florida
• Florida is nicknamed the “Sunshine State” 
but it has been anything but for the 
Cavaliers on the gridiron
• Virginia has played 15 games in the state 
of Florida and has lost each time
• UVa has given up at least 31 points in 13 
of the 14 games played in Florida, while 
allowing an average of 39.1 points per 
game
• On the other hand, the Cavaliers have 
never scored more than 24 points in the 
Sunshine State and are averaging 14.1 
points per game overall
• This is only the third time Virginia has 
played in Florida against an unranked team 
(Illinois in the 1999 MicronPC.com Bowl, 
2006 vs. Florida State)

Winning the Close Ones
• One characteristic of this year’s Cavalier 
squad is its ability to win the close games
• Six of the Cavaliers’ eight wins have been 
by six points or fewer
• UVa’s average margin of victory is currently 
6.6 points, fourth closest among teams with 
at least three wins
• UVa’s six wins by six points or fewer are 
twice as many as any other team in the 
nation (11 schools have three wins)
• This is only the third time in ACC history a

team has won as many as six games by six 
points or fewer during the regular season 
(North Carolina-1976 and Maryland-2006 
each won six games in this fashion)
• This is also the seventh time in ACC history 
a team has played five consecutive games 
decided by six points or fewer (Maryland

• In addition to this year’s Cavalier squad, 
Wake Forest ‘68, North Carolina ‘78, Wake 
Forest ‘79, Wake Forest ‘80, and Clemson ‘05 
all played five games in a row decided by 
six points or fewer (no team has played six

• By virtue of their one-point win over Wake 
Forest last week, their fifth victory of the 
season by two points or fewer, the Cavaliers

• The 1971 Columbia team held the previ-
ous record with four wins by one or two 
points

• Glaspy stepped out of the student body 
and joined the team during the spring of 
2005.

together
• Only five schools have more starters who 
came as walk-ons—Florida International 
leads the way with five in its starting line-up, 
while Central Michigan, Colorado, Florida 
Atlantic and Utah all have four

Five True Frosh See the Field
• 54 players have played as true freshmen 
under head coach Al Groh, including 25 on 
this year’s roster
• NT Nate Collins was the only true freshman 
to play last season. The rest of his recruiting 
class was redshirted
• Five true freshmen have played in various 
capacities this season, including: LS Danny 
Aiken, LB/ST Jared Detrick, CB Ras-I Dowling, 
WR Dontrelle Inman and QB Peter Lalich

“Next Man Up”
• Injuries this season, particularly on offense, have given rise to

• Virginia has had more big plays this season 
from the offense and on special teams than 
all of last season
• Andrew Pearman returned a kickoff 67 
yards vs. Wyoming, UVa’s longest return in 
two years
• Vic Hall had a 67-yard punt return to set 
up UVa’s first TD vs. Duke, the team’s lon-
gest in three years
• Cedric Peerman raced 58 yards for TD in 
the Duke game for UVa’s longest run from 
scrimmage in two years
• Peerman added a 38-yard run to his

• Through the first three games of the season, the passing game had just one 
play of more than 20 yards, a 25-yard reception by TB Cedric Peerman
• Since then the offense has produced 20 20+-yard passing plays (avg. 2.9/g)
• Virginia has 21 pass plays of 20+ yards this season (had 19 all of last season)
• The spree began vs. Georgia Tech as the wide receivers and tight ends had 
a big day in leading the team to a win with five plays of at least 20 yards
• Jameel Sewell threw for 223 yards to lead the Cavaliers to their come-from-
behind win at Middle Tennessee
• He had three 20+-yard passes—23 and 26 yards to Santi, and a 20-yard TD

SEcret AGent NO More
• Sophomore tailback Mikell Simpson spent much of training camp practic-
ing at wide receiver in an effort to get his play making skills on the field
• A tailback throughout his high school career and at UVa, the move caused 
Al Groh to call him a “Secret Agent” during training camp because of the 
unknown potential of the move
• Simpson had done very little through the first half of the season, but with 
Cedric Peerman out and Andrew Pearman ailing, he was moved back to tail-
back for the Maryland game
• He’s a “secret agent” no more following one of the most outstanding perfor-
mances in UVa history
• He rushed for 119 yards and two touchdowns and caught 13 passes for 152 
more yards to become (as best as we can research) only the sixth player in 
ACC history to compile 100 yards rushing and receiving in the same game
• On UVa’s final 15-play, 90-yard drive, Simpson touched the ball the final 14 
plays and capped the drive with a one-yard leap into the end zone for the 
game-winning TD
• His 271 all-purpose yards is sixth in 
school history, while his 152 receiving 
yards appears to be (based on our 
research) second most by a running 
back in ACC history

Covington Makes Timely Return
• Junior WR Maurice Covington was looking 
for a big season in place of an injured Kevin 
Ogletree
• He started two of the first three games and 
was the team’s second-leading receiver 
• Covington lead the team in receiving for the 
first time this season with four catches for 40 
yards against North Carolina
• He injured his hand in the game against the 

Tar Heels and missed the next four games
• He returned for the Maryland game but did not catch a pass
• In the loss to NC State he was the team’s leading receiver for 
the second time this season with three receptions for 45 yards
• He scored the first TD of his career with 10 seconds remaining 
in the first half in last week’s 17-16 win over Wake Forest
• His 76 receiving yards missed leading the team by one (Mikell 
Simpson had 77) and tied for the most by a UVa WR this season
• Covington had another big play by making a clutch 10-yard 
gain on fourth-and-two to keep the team’s game-winning drive 
alive 
• Buoyed by Covington’s return, the wide receivers’ production 
is up significantly the last three games
• In the early part of the season and during his absence—a 
period of seven games—the wide receivers combined to catch 
an average of 5.4 passes for 61.0 yards per game and scored 
once
• Since his return three games ago, the WRs have averaged 7.7 
catches and 94.3 yards per game and scored two TDs

• Leads the ACC and is fifth in the country in 
sacks (1.20/g)
• Third in the country in pass break-ups by a 
defensive lineman (7) with seven and sec-
ond in passes defended (PBU+INT) with 
eight
• Third nationally among d-linemen in tack-
