FIRST TRIP TO RALEIGH SINCE 2003

Virginia travels to Raleigh, N.C., for the
first time in four years to face NC State
Saturday at 4:30 p.m. on ESPNU.

The Cavaliers have tied a school record
with seven consecutive wins and are 7-1
overall this season.

They have won back-to-back one-point
games, only the second time that’s hap-
pened in ACC history. (Maryland did it
last year).

NC State ended a three-game losing
streak with a 34-20 win at East Carolina
last week. The Wolfpack is 2-5 overall this
season and 0-3 in the ACC.

THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW

« DE Chris Long is third in the country in sacks (1.25/g), second among D-linemen
in PBU (seven) and passes defended (PBUs+INTs) with eight, and fth in tackling

- Virginia has five wins of six points or fewer, the most in the country

- Virginia has a seven-game winning streak, tying the school record for longest
streak during a season (UVa also had seven-game streaks in 1914, 1949 and 1990)
«In UVa’'s come-from-behind game-winning drives the last three weeks, Jameel
Sewell has combined to complete 14 of 15 passes for 167 yards

« Mikell Simpson became only the fifth player in ACC history to compile 100 yards
rushing and receiving in a single game last week vs. Maryland

THE SERIES vs. THE WOLFPACK
- Virginia has won five of the last seven
meetings, but the Wolfpack still holds a
32-21-1 series lead, including a 15-8 advan-
tage in Raleigh
- Fifteen of Virginia’s 21 series wins have
occurred since 1983; UVa is 15-7 since then
« In four of its last five series wins, Virginia
has had to come from behind or break a
fourth quarter tie to win
- Eight of the last 12 games have been
decided by 10 points or fewer
« Curiously, nearly half (10) of Virginia's wins
over NC State have come by at least 10
points

A BATTLETO THE FINISH
« Eight of the last 12 meetings between
Virginia and NC State have gone down to
the wire featuring amazing comebacks and
nailbiting finishes on both sides
« Jason Snelling scored on a 17-yard run
with 1:31 to play to lift UVa to a 14-7 win
last season
« The 2003 match-up featured two
NFL quarterbacks—Virginia’s Matt Schaub
and Philip Rivers from NC State—in a game
that saw four ties and five lead changes
before the Wolfpack pulled out a 51-37 win
in the most recent game in Raleigh
« Cornerback Jamaine Winborne batted
away ball intended for Bryan Peterson in
the end zone to preserve UVa's 14-9 win in
2002
« Virginia won three straight from 1998-2000
and every win was sparked by a second half
comeback
« The Cavaliers used a 14-point second half
outburst in 1998 to win 23-13 at home
+ The following year UVa erupted for 30
points in the third quarter to break open a
tight ballgame (19-10 at halftime) and win
going away 47-26 in 1999
« Fullback Tyree Foreman broke loose for a
38-yard touchdown run with 9:49 remain-
ing to provide the winning points in UVa’s
24-17 triumph in 2000

STRANGE GAME BACK IN ‘44
« The 1944 meeting between these two
teams, played in Norfolk, ranks as one of
the strangest games in college football his-
tory
+ The Wolfpack pulled out a 13-0 win in a
driving rainstorm by recovering two UVa
fumbles in the end zone for touchdowns
- While that is remarkable in itself, the

Wolfpack failed to make a first down and
had just 10 yards of total offense, an

NCAA record for fewest yards gained by a
winning team and one of only two games
in Bowl Subdivision history where the win-
ning team failed to make a first down

SLOWING STATE’S GROUND GAME
« The Cavaliers’ ability to contain the NC
State rushing attack has been one of the
factors enabling them to win seven of the
last 10 games against the Wolfpack
- Virginia has won all 10 meetings against
the Wolfpack going back to World War II
when holding them to fewer than 100 yards
rushing
« The only time in the modern day history of
the series (since 1937), NC State won when
rushing for fewer than 100 yards occurred
in 1944 when the Wolfpack gained just 10
yards and won one of the oddest games in
college football history. That game is the
only time in series history the Wolfpack
rushed for fewer than 125 yards and still
won
- Conversely, NC State has won 17 of the 18
games since 1937 when rushing for at least
200 yards. (The only time NC State rushed
for at least 200 yards and failed to win
occurred in 1998 as State gained 211 yards
ina23-13 10ss)

TURNOVERS ALSO MAKE A DIFFERENCE
- Coaches cite turnovers as one of the keys
to a team’s success in any particular game
and this series is a good example of this
coaching philosophy
- Since 1983, the Cavaliers are 11-2 vs. the
Wolfpack when committing fewer turn-
overs. NC State, on the other hand, is just
3-3 when it commits fewer turnovers
« There have been three games since 1983
('85,90, ‘03) where the teams had equal
turnovers; UVa’s won only the 1990 game
- Virginia has not committed a turnover five
times since 1983 (‘84, 96, ‘98, ‘00, ‘06), while
State has had at least one turnover every
year since 1963 (40 games)
« Virginia has committed only eight turn-
overs in the last 10 meetings, while the
Wolfpack has turned the ball over 21 times
in that span
- Cavalier passers have thrown just eight
interceptions in the last 16 games, while NC
State has thrown 21
- Virginia has intercepted at least one pass
in 22 of the last 25 meetings

PAGE 2 VIRGINIA VS. NC STATE
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GRINDING OUT THE YARDS
« Virginia has had at least one 100-yard
rusher in eight of the last 13 games against
NC State and has gained at least 200 yards
rushing in 10 of the last 15 games against
the Wolfpack
« When outrushing the Wolfpack, Virginia is
16-6 since 1944
« The team with the most rushing yards has
won the last 10 meetings and 42 of 49
games since 1944. At one point the team
with the most rushing yards won 18 con-
secutive games between 1963-82.
« In their last seven wins over NC State
going back to 1995, the Cavaliers have aver-
aged 216.6 yards rushing per game
- On the other hand, the Wolfpack has
gained more than 200 yards only twice
since 1981 (1997,98)

LONG WINNING STREAK
« The Cavaliers have won their last seven
games, tying for the longest winning streak
during a season in school history
- Virginia also won seven in a row in 1914,
1949 and 1990
« The winning streak is tied for the fourth-
longest current streak in the country

WINNING THE CLOSE ONES
« One characteristic of this year’s Cavalier
squad is its ability to win the close games
- Five of the Cavaliers’ seven wins have been
by six points or fewer
- UVa's average margin of victory is currently
7.4 points, sixth closest among teams with
at least three wins
+ UVa is the only team with as many as four
wins by six points or fewer; only three other
teams have at least three wins by six points
or fewer (Alabama, East Carolina, UTEP)
« This is only the fifth time in ACC history a
team has won as many as five games by six
points or fewer during the regular season
(North Carolina-1976 and Maryland-2006
each won six games in this fashion)

EIGHTEEN RETURNING STARTERS
- Virginia features 18 returning starters this
season, eight on offense, 10 on defense
« Both kicking specialists also return
+ Only two schools have more returning
starters: UCLA-20, Utah St.-19
« This is UVa's most returning starters since
the 1989 team also had 18. That squad won

« The eight returnees on offense are Virginia’s
most since 2003 (9)

« Virginia is one of nine schools to return as
many as 10 defensive starters. Utah State
returns all 11. Virginia ranked 17th in the

« This is the first time since 1977 Virginia has
returned as many as 10 defensive starters

Last year he worked his way into the starting line-up and
was the leading tackler
« Glaspy stepped out of the student body and joined the team dur-
ing the spring of 2005. He moved into the starting line-up for the
final four games that season
« Jobe camped at UVa while in high school. A sprint champ in high
school in Austin, Texas, he redshirted last fall, but moved into the
receiver spot vacated following the injury to Kevin Ogletree

THREE WALK-ONS IN STARTING LINE-UP

« With three walk-on players in the starting line-up this season, it
will be the first time in 10 years so many have started for UVa

+In 1997, DE Patrick Kerney, WR Bryan Owen, and CB/S Stephen
Phelan started six games together

+ Only five schools have more starters who came as walk-ons than
UVa.

FIVE TRUE FROSH SEE THE FIELD
« 54 players have played as true freshmen
under head coach Al Groh, including 25 on
this year’s roster
« NT Nate Collins was the only true fresh-
man to play last season. The rest of his
recruiting class was redshirted
« In the opener vs. Wyoming, LS Danny
Aiken, WR Dontrelle Inman and QB Peter
Lalich played
« Lalich got in for the final series to become
the first true freshman QB to play for UVa
since Dan Ellis in 1997
« CB Ras-I Dowling joined this list after see-
ing plenty of special teams action vs. Duke
- LB Jared Detrick saw action on the kickoff,
kickoff return and punt return squads
against North Carolina to become the fifth
true freshman to play this season

“NEXT MAN UP”
« Injuries this season, particularly on offense,
have given rise to the philosophy of “next
man up” according to head coach Al Groh
+ WR Kevin Ogletree went down during
training camp, opening the way for Staton
Jobe to play
« WR Maurice Covington missed four games,
giving senior Chris Gorham a chance to
make plays
« LT Eugene Monroe went down for two
games, allowing senior Gordie Sammis a
chance to start for the rst time in his career
« TB Cedric Peerman has missed the last two
games, giving Keith Payne, Andrew
Pearman and Mikell Simpson a chance to
shine

OFFENSIVE LINE RETURNS INTACT
- UVa is one of six teams that returned all
five offensive line starters from a year ago
« This is the first time this has happened for
the Cavaliers since 2004
« LG Branden Albert, a preseason All-ACC
choice, shares the team lead with 32 career
starts
« Two members of the O-Line have already
earned their degrees: RG lan-Yates
Cunningham (psychology) and C Jordy
Lipsey (sociology)
« LT Eugene Monroe was the top line recruit
in the country in 2005 and was named ACC
Offensive Lineman of the Week vs. North
Carolina
« RT Will Barker was a second-team
Freshman All-American last year
« The experienced line has helped UVa rank
seventh in the ACC in rushing with an aver-
age of 138.9 ypg, an improvement of 38.96
ypg over last season

OFFENSIVE NOTES

MORE BIG PLAYS ALL AROUND
- Virginia has had more big plays so far this
season from the offense and on special
teams than all of last season
« Andrew Pearman returned a kickoff 67
yards vs. Wyoming, UVa’s longest return in
two years
«Vic Hall had a 67-yard punt return to set
up UVass first TD vs. Duke, the team’s lon-
gest in three years
« Cedric Peerman raced 58 yards for TD in
the Duke game for UVa’s longest run from
scrimmage in two years
« Peerman added a 38-yard run to his
resume against North Carolina
«Virginia had only one running play of 30+
yards all last season, a 36-yard run by QB
Jameel Sewell, but has three this season
« The running game has produced eight
20+-yard runs, the same number as all last
season
« There were five 20+-yard pass plays vs.
Georgia Tech alone and five more in the last
two games
- UVa has 15 pass plays of at least 20 yards
so far this season after having only 19 last
year
« Hall returned punts 22 and 45 yards vs.
Pittsburgh to set up two first quarter touch-
down drives

SEWELL DIRECTS LATE WINNING DRIVES

- Jameel Sewell has put a rough season
opener behind him and played a key role as
the team has won its last seven games

« He completed at least 62 percent of his
passes four times during the current win-
ning streak

- Has completed 14 of 15 passes for 167
yards to lead UVa down eld on its game-
winning drives the last three weeks

« During the winning streak he has hit 60.1
percent of his throws, while averaging 159.6
ypg and tossing seven TD passes

« Passed for 223 yards to lead UVa to a
comeback win over Middle Tennessee three
weeks ago

« Masterful on the game-winning drive,
completing all five passes for 65 yards

+ Guided the team to its second late-game
win over UConn two weeks ago

- Completed three of four passes for 52
yards on the game-winning drive to earn
another “pelt” according to Al Groh

- Directed the offense on a 15-play, 90-yard
drive to lead his team to a win over
Maryland last week

- Completed all six passes for 50 yards and
three rst downs during the drive that
ended with Mikell Simpson’s one-yard TD
run with 16 seconds left

« Virginia had just 100 yards of offense,
including -3 yards rushing, in the opener at
Wyoming
+ During the current seven-game winning
streak, the offense is doing much better
- UVa scored 20+ points in five consecutive
games for the first time since 2004
« The chart below shows the increased pro-

« Head coach Al Groh describes his tailbacks
as small (Andrew Pearman), medium (Cedric
Peerman) and large (Keith Payne)

« The team has been without “Medium” for
most of the past three games due to
Peerman’s foot injury

- Because of Peerman’s absence, “Small” and
“Large” are playing bigger roles

« Payne (aka Large) led the team in rushing at
Middle Tennessee with 70 yards, while
Pearman (aka Small) scored twice in UVa’s
23-21 victory

« Payne scored his first touchdown vs. UConn
and was second behind QB Jameel Sewell in
rushing with 42 yards, while Pearman added
40

«“Medium” (Peerman) remains second in the
ACC in rushing with an average of 97.5 ypg

« Peerman is third in the ACC with three
100-yard games and has three of the top-10
performances in the ACC this season

« His 186 yards vs. North Carolina is third best
in the league this season

« Peerman’s 585 yards this fall are more than
his first two years combined

PASSING GAME PRODUCES BIG PLAYS
« Through the first three games of the sea-
son, the passing game had just one play of
more than 20 yards, a 25-yard reception by
TB Cedric Peerman
- Since then the offense has produced 14
20+-yard passing plays (avg. 2.8/g)
- Virginia has 15 pass plays of 20+ yards this
season (had 19 all of last season)
- The spree began vs. Georgia Tech as the
wide receivers and tight ends had a big day
in leading the team to a win

« He rushed for 119 yards and two touchdowns and caught 13 passes for 152
