Virginia concludes the regular season 

with in-state rival Virginia Tech with the 
Coastal Division crown on the line. The 
winner faces Boston College, the Atlantic 
Division champion, in the ACC 
Championship game on Dec. 1.

The Cavaliers are currently 9-2 this sea-
son and 6-1 in the ACC. This is the first 
time they have won nine regular season 
games since 1998.

46-37-5 in a rivalry that dates back two cen-
turies and has won seven of the last eight 
meetings
• The series began in 1895 with UVa gaining 
a 38-0 win in Charlottesville
• Virginia’s most recent victory was a 35-21 
win at home in 2003 
• The Cavaliers hold a slim 18-17-3 advan-
tage on their home field in the series
• Current UVa assistant head coach and 
defensive backs coach Steve Bernstein was 
the secondary coach at Virginia Tech from 
1978-84

32 is Virginia’s Magic Number
• Scoring a lot of points against the Hokies 
means good things to the Cavaliers
• Virginia has scored at least 32 points in 
each of its last seven series wins dating 
back to 1989

Groh Faces Hokies as Player, Coach
• Head coach Al Groh has a long history 
against Virginia Tech as both a player and 
coach
• A Cavalier gridder during his undergradu-
ate days in the 1960s, he was a member of 
the 1964 squad that posted UVa’s only win 
over Tech between 1957-1970. Virginia 
defeated the Hokies 20-17 at home that 
season
• As the head coach at Wake Forest, he led 
his Demon Deacons to wins over Tech in 
1982 (13-10 in Blacksburg) and 1983 (13-6 
in Blacksburg)

Coming Out of a Bye Week
• After playing for 11 consecutive weeks, the 
Cavaliers had their lone bye of the season 
last week
• Under head coach Al Groh the Cavaliers 
have put the extra preparation time to 
good use, winning nine of 11 after a bye 
week under the seventh-year head coach 
• When playing at home following a bye 
week under Groh the Cavaliers are 7-0. The 
last time they lost at home after a bye 
occurred in 1999 (35-10 loss to Florida 
State)
• Several of the post-bye week wins under 
Groh have been close featuring games won 
by two, three (2), and six points

Series & Team Notes

Virginia in Season Enders
• This game is the Cavaliers’ final game of 
the regular season
• Regular season finales haven’t been very 
good for them throughout the years as 
shown by their 44-69-4 all-time record in 
regular season finales
• This is the first time since 2003 the 
Cavaliers have ended the regular season at 
home. That season also marks the last time 
they defeated Virginia Tech
• This is the 13th time in the last 17 seasons 
Virginia has closed vs. the Hokies

Commonwealth Cup Up for Grabs
• The winner of this game claims the 
Commonwealth Cup for the next year
• After holding the trophy following wins in 
1997 and 1998, the Cavaliers have taken it 
just once since then (2003) as the Hokies 
have won seven of the last eight meetings 
• The award was started for the 1996 game 
between the two state foes, with the Hokies 
receiving the trophy for the first time with a 
26-9 win

A Battle of Two Ranked Teams
• This is the first time since 2004 that both 
teams come into this game ranked in the 
Associated Press poll
• This is the eighth time in series history 
both teams have been ranked at game time
• Virginia is 5-6 against the Hokies when 
ranked in the AP poll at game time

nearly twice as many as any other team in 
the nation (Memphis and New Mexico are 
next with four wins in this category)
• This is only the third time in ACC history a 
team has won as many as six games by six 
points or fewer during the regular season 
(North Carolina-1976 and Maryland-2006 
each won six games in this fashion)

Cavaliers Set NCAA Record
• By virtue of their one-point win over Wake 
Forest, their fifth victory of the season by 
two points or fewer, the Cavaliers are the 
first team in NCAA Football Bowl 
Subdivision history to win five games by 
one or two points in a season
• The 1971 Columbia team held the previ-
ous record with four wins by one or two 
points

Virginia Among Most Improved
• Virginia is one of eight schools to improve

earned their degrees: RG Ian-Yates

yards to lead UVa down field on four game-
winning drives (MT, UConn, Md., WFU)
• Passed for 223 yards to lead UVa to a 
comeback win over Middle Tennessee
• Masterful on the game-winning drive, 
completing all five passes for 65 yards
• Guided the team to its second late-game 
win over UConn, the Huskies’ first loss

from the offense and on special teams than 
last season
• Andrew Pearman returned a kickoff 67 
yards vs. Wyoming, UVa’s longest return in 
two years
• Vic Hall had a 67-yard punt return to set 
up UVa’s first TD vs. Duke, the team’s lon-
gest in three years
• Cedric Peerman raced 58 yards for TD in 
the Duke game for UVa’s longest run from 
scrimmage in two years
• Peerman added a 38-yard run to his 
resume against North Carolina
• Virginia had only one running play of 30+ 
yards all last season, a 36-yard run by QB 
Jameel Sewell, but has three this season
• The running game has produced eight 
20+-yard runs, the same as last season
• UVa has 26 pass plays of at least 20 yards

Small, Medium, Large
• Head coach Al Groh has described his tailbacks this season as small (Andrew 
Pearman), medium (Cedric Peerman) and large (Keith Payne)
• The team has been without “Medium” since early October due to Peerman’s 
foot injury, but a new “Medium” has surfaced with the emergence of Mikell 
Simpson
• Because of Peerman’s absence, “Small,” “Large” and the new “Medium” have 
played bigger roles 
• Payne (aka Large) led the team in rushing at Middle Tennessee with 70 yards, 
while Pearman (aka Small) scored twice in UVa’s 23-21 victory
• Payne is fourth on the team in rushing with 219 yards and has scored twice
• Simpson (the new “Medium”) has led the team in rushing in three of the last 
four games, rushing for a combined 328 yards and six touchdowns in that time

SEcret AGent NO More
• Sophomore tailback Mikell Simpson spent much of training camp practic-
ing at wide receiver in an effort to get his play making skills on the field
• A tailback throughout his high school career and at UVa, the move caused 
Al Groh to call him a “Secret Agent” during training camp because of the 
unknown potential of the move
• Simpson had done very little through the first half of the season, but with 
Cedric Peerman out and Andrew Pearman ailing, he was moved back to tail-
back for the Maryland game
• He’s a “secret agent” no more, particularly after one of the most outstanding 
performances in UVa history
• He rushed for 119 yards and two touchdowns and caught 13 passes for 152 
more yards to become (as best as we can research) only the sixth player in 
ACC history to compile 100 yards rushing and receiving in the same game
• On UVa’s final 15-play, 90-yard drive, Simpson touched the ball the final 14 
plays and capped the drive with a one-yard leap into the end zone for the 
game-winning TD
• His 271 all-purpose yards is sixth in school history, while his 152 receiving 
yards appears to be (based on our research) second most by a running back 
in ACC history
• Simpson led the team in rushing for 
the second time with 81 yards vs. NC 
State
• He scored the winning touchdown 
for the second time in three weeks 
against Wake Forest and finished with 
35 yards rushing
• He just missed out on the 100-yard 
mark (93) against Miami in the last 
game, but he scored twice, his third 
multi-touchdown game of the season
• In the last four games he has rushed 
for a combined 328 yards and six 
touchdowns, and caught 28 passes 
for 318 yards and one score
• Simpson is third in the ACC and 20th 
nationally in receptions by running 
back (32)
• He is second among ACC backs in 
yards and 12th in the nation (349)

858 yards and six touchdowns this season

• Stupar’s team-leading 34 receptions are second among ACC 
TEs and tied for 21st nationally
• Despite missing virtually all of two games, Santi is the team’s 
third-leading receiver with 30 catches, which are third among 
ACC TEs and tied for 30th in the country
• Pittsburgh Steeler standout Heath Miller won the John 
Mackey Trophy in 2004 as nation’s top TE
• Santi’s 91 career receptions lead the team and are third by a TE 
in school history
• Stupar’s 74 career catches are second among active Cavaliers
